1. Welcome & Apologies

Joyce welcomed everyone to the meeting.  Apologies were received from Age Scotland, Alcohol & Drugs Support SW Scotland, Apex Scotland, CSV Give & Take, DG Play, DG Voice, D&G Seniors Forum, Headway Dumfries & Galloway, LGBT Youth, Scottish Pre-School Playgroups Association, Springboard UK and Turning Point Scotland.
2. Minute of the meeting of 22 February 2011 
Helen Turner asked if the last paragraph of the section on Holywood Trust in item 6 could be amended to make it clear that some organisations working with young people had received grants as well as individuals.  The sentence (amendment in bold) would now read:  “Helen also reported that last year Holywood Trust awarded between £800,000 and £900,000 in grants for young people aged 15 – 25 who were in need and to organisations who work with young people.”
Subject to this change, the minute was approved as a correct record of the meeting.
3. Matters Arising
Community Partnerships Project Third Phase (CPP3)

Joyce reported on a successful launch of CPP3 on 15 June at the Scottish Parliament, where each of the projects – including the D&G project – had given a short presentation.   The group were making good progress, especially as they had only been formed for a few weeks, and the campaign issues would be about transport for older people to allow them to access health care, GP & clinic appointments and well-being activities.
D&G Third Sector Interface
David Stainthorpe, Interim Chair of DGTSI, explained that the Interface had been working on its constitution since its inception in April 2011.  The Interface had agreed to fund the intermediary organisations based on historic levels from 1 April – 30 June 2011.

The legal structure of a Company Limited by Guarantee had been agreed on 20 June.  The Interface would have 6 independent and 6 intermediary members.
The Interface would now start to address specific issues and one area of concern was the Reshaping Care for Older People agenda.  The Third Sector had one representative on the Programme Board which had a membership of around 20 people.  The Delivery Group consisted of Third Sector and Independent Sector together which could cause a problem with conflicts of interest.  The Interface wanted to see the Third Sector take the lead in the Delivery Group and to have more representation on the Programme Board.
It was agreed that communication between the Interface and the Third Sector needed to be effective, to enable the Interface to support the Third Sector.
Demographic Working Group Action Plan
It was noted that comments had been submitted to Sheila Davies, Policy Support Officer at Dumfries & Galloway Council and that Sheila would be discussing these with Derek Cox, Director of Public Health.

4. Joint Health and Well-being Unit
The draft note of the meeting with Derek Cox had been circulated.  The request from Derek for information on the services provided by 3S organisations was discussed and it was agreed that:

· a template for a brief outline of services provided and the link with health and well-being would be circulated by 24 June;

· relevant organisations would complete the template and return it to Joyce by 8 July;

· the information would be collated and submitted to Derek with a follow-up after a few weeks to establish if the information was useful and how it fitted in with the emerging action plans for the Unit;
· the “Whit Fettle” document which set out the philosophy for health and well-being would be e-mailed to 3SF members.

5. 3S Youth Issues Forum
A report from a group of organisations involved in work with young people was noted.  Discussion took place on the purpose of developing a forum.  It was noted that Apex, DG Play, Building Healthy Communities, Children First, Holywood Trust and Princess Royal Trust for Carers were interested in being involved in the first instance.  It was agreed to arrange a meeting of these groups in September to take the proposal forward.

6. Single Outcome Agreement
Joyce explained that, although the formal consultation on the SOA had not yet started, the paper circulated had been considered by D&G Strategic Partnership and was in the public domain.  Prior to the document going to public consultation, the Performance Indicators section needed to be completed and feedback would be helpful.
The key points noted were:  

· there was a lack of ambition in a number of the statements and some of the actions were already being done;

· it was important to identify the areas which were not being achieved and take action to resolve the problems;

· measurement was being based on what could already be measured instead of what needed to be measured.

All organisations were invited to send Joyce comments and ideas for performance indicators.  It was agreed to form a small sub-group with one person from each area of interest to form a collective response.  Volunteers for the sub-group to let Joyce know.

7. Other business

Social Work Department consultation

A consultation paper from the Director of Social Work, circulated on 14 June was noted.  The deadline for comments, to the Director of Social Work, was 8 July.

D&G Citizens’ Advice Service

Sam reported on the appointment of Sue Irving as the new Chief Executive of DAGCAS.

DG Play conference

Joyce reported on the DG Play conference which was being held on 15 September at Easterbrook Hall.  There are a number of key speakers including Sue Palmer, a writer and presenter, best known for her books Toxic Childhood and 21st Century boys, Harry Harbottle, a Director of Play Scotland and an expert in play and risk, and Sharon Allison, the Physical Activity and Health Alliance Co-Ordinator for NHS Scotland, 
Holywood Trust conference

Helen reported that the Holywood Trust conference would be held on 24 September at Easterbrook Hall.  The conference was open to anyone working with young people.

Community Health Partnership

John reported that he had attended a meeting of the Community Health Partnership and would circulate a feedback report.
More Choices, More Chances group
Helen reported that work was progressing on moving young people who were not in education or employment into more positive destinations.
